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At a webinar on ‘Chronic
Kidney Disease (CKD) -
Learn, Act, Thrive’ held on
Wednesday, a panel of ne-
phrology consultants of
the Kauvery Hospital dis-
pelled myths and fears sur-
rounding CKD, and shared
inputs on the treatment
procedure for a person
diagnosed with kidney dis-
ease. 

The doctors took part in
the webinar presented by
Kauvery Hospital in collab-
oration with The Hindu as
part of its wellness series
held in line with World Kid-
ney Day.

Do not wait for symp-
toms to take over the body
and create complications,
said one of the consultants,
T. Rajarajan of Tiruchi.

Even trivial symptoms
warrant a visit to the doc-
tor; diet and drug com-
pliance as prescribed is im-
portant, he said. 

Dr. Rajarajan elaborated

on the two types of dialysis
- haemodialysis and perito-
neal dialysis. 

CKD requires lifelong
treatment, said K. Abirami
of Salem, calling for the
monitoring of blood sugar
and blood pressure levels -
two potential causes of
CKD besides other risk fac-
tors, including family his-
tory, obesity, and smoking. 

If CKD progresses to-
wards end stage renal dis-
ease, then kidney tran-
splant helps improve the
overall health of the pa-
tient, said Prabhu Kanchi
of Chennai, who recom-
mended a basic kidney
function test for all per-
sons aged 35 and above.

Thirunaal gift,” said Minis-
ter for Finance and Elec-
tricity Thangam Thennara-
su, after inspecting the
ongoing construction of
the museum on
Wednesday.

Over 50,000 sq.ft. 
After the foundation was
laid by Chief Minister M.K.
Stalin on May 18, 2023,
work on the museum start-
ed. It has been designed in-
corporating elements of lo-
cal architecture with
courtyard, stone pillars,
verandah, etc. The mu-
seum, coming up near Si-
vanthipatti hillock on the
Kanniyakumari – Madurai

four-lane national highway,
with 54,296 square-foot
space will showcase the ar-
tefacts retrieved during ex-
cavation at Aditchanallur,
Korkai and Sivakalai, all
sites of 3000-year-old Ta-
mil civilization in neigh-
bouring Thoothukudi
district.

Once the civil work is
completed by September,
installation of the artefacts
with relevant information
with soothing lighting will
commence.

When asked if the cam-
pus would also provide
space for adventure sport
like zip-line since the mu-
seum is coming up on the
slope of Reddiyarpatti hil-
lock, Mr. Thangam Then-
narasu said more attrac-
tions would be created as

the footfall goes up.
