SO2: Sulphur Dioxide. Short-term exposure can harm the respiratory system, making breathing di�icult. It
can a�ect visibility by reacting with other air particles to form haze and stain culturally important objects
such as statues and monuments.

NO2: Nitrogen Dioxide. Aggravates respiratory illness, causes haze to form by reacting with other air
particles, causes acid rain, pollutes coastal waters.

CO: Carbon monoxide. High concentration in air reduces oxygen supply to critical organs like the heart
and brain.

hi and decided that eve-
ryone has to work for the
party. Ministers, MLAs,
and swamijis should not
speak about party
matters.”

This statement comes in
the backdrop of Vishwa
Vokkaligara Mahasamstha-
na Math seer Chandrash-
ekhara Swami publicly ask-

ing Mr. Siddaramaiah to
give up his post to Mr. Shi-
vakumar, during Kempe
Gowda Jayanti celebrations
recently. Prior to this, a few
Ministers, particularly K.N.
Rajanna had been de-
manding the creation of
additional posts of Deputy
Chief Minister to give re-
presentation to other com-
munities, in a move to un-
dermine Mr. Shivakumar,
who is currently the only
one in the post and be-
longs to the Vokkaliga

community.
On Saturday, when

asked if there was a discus-
sion with the high com-
mand on the issue of the
change of Chief Minister or
creation of more Deputy
Chief Minister posts, Mr.
Shivakumar said, “There
were no discussions with
the high command on the
matter. The high command
will evaluate my perfor-
mance and take a suitable
decision. Let’s put an end
to these speculations.”

D.K. Shivakumar warns of action against party
leaders if they publicly speak on change of CM
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Senior Congress leader
and former united Andhra
Pradesh Congress Commit-
tee (APCC) president Dhar-
mapuri Srinivas passed
away on Saturday follow-
ing a heart attack.

Mr. Srinivas, 76,
breathed his last at his
house. He is survived by
his wife and two sons.

The last rites would be
performed with State ho-
nours on Sunday in
Nizamabad.

Having worked in the
Youth Congress, Mr. Srini-
vas went on to become a le-
gislator, Minister, two-time
PCC chief and Rajya Sabha
member. Mr. Srinivas �rst
entered the A.P. Legislative
Assembly in 1989 by win-
ning the Nizamabad seat. 

When the Congress won
the 2004 Assembly elec-
tion, along with Y.S. Raja-
sekhara Reddy, Srinivas
said that he was in the race
for the CM’s post. But it
was another matter that
the high command chose
to make YSR the Chief Mi-
nister recognising his
padayatra.

overnor Arif Mo-
hammed Khan’s
decision to initiate

steps to select Vice-Chan-
cellors for six universities
has �ared tensions with
the Left Democratic Front
(LDF) government yet
again, with the move likely
to run into legal
challenges.

In an indication of the
road ahead, Higher Educa-
tion Minister R. Bindu re-
vealed the government’s
plan to examine the legal
validity of the noti�cations
issued by Raj Bhavan to
constitute the selection
committees. 

Speaking to mediaper-

sons on Saturday, Dr. Bin-
du said the noti�cation ap-
pears to have ignored the
university Acts that have
clearly de�ned the compo-
sition and functions of
Vice-Chancellor search
committees. 

Besides, some of the
committee comprise only
two people, she pointed
out. 

‘Sa�ronising’
‘She went on to accuse Mr.
Khan, in his capacity as
Chancellor of the universi-
ties, of “sa�ronising” un-
iversities. Akhil Bharatiya
Vidyarthi Parishad (ABVP)
members, she alleged, are
being nominated to deci-
sion-making bodies with-
out ascertaining their me-

rit.Many others have been
nominated to further the
Hindutva ideology, she al-
leged, while adding secular
values have been a hall-
mark of the State’s higher
education.

Meanwhile, the Gover-
nor blamed the “wilful and
deliberate attempt” on the
part of the government
and universities, dominat-
ed by the LDF, to delay the
V-C selection process for
his decision. 

‘Sending reminders’
“I have been trying to per-
suade them and also send
them reminders for the last
one year. In the case of Ker-
ala University, six remin-
ders have gone,” he said,
accusing Dr. Bindu of “dis-

turbing” a Senate meeting
convened by the university
to nominate a representa-
tive to the selection panel. 

“The last order of the
court was clear that within
a month the university
authorities should send
their representatives, and
then the latter part of the
judgment said that if the
university fails to send
their representatives, the
Chancellor shall go ahead
in accordance with the
provisions of the Act and
UGC [University Grants
Commission] regulations,”
Mr. Khan claimed.

He said he wants to en-
sure that the universities in
the State have regular Vice-
Chancellors.

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With the death of four per-
sons in an explosion at a �-
reworks’ manufacturing
unit here on Saturday,
there are now renewed de-
mands to regulate the �re-
works units and ensure
that there is no further loss
of life due to such
accidents.

Virudhunagar Superin-
tendent of Police, K. Fero-
zekhan Abdullah, said fric-
tion while mixing
chemicals at the DRO-li-
cenced unit could have
triggered the explosion. All
the four workers were
killed on the spot. They
have been identi�ed as M.
Rajkumar, 43, of Achchan-
kulam; K. Marichamy, 40,
of Nadu Soorangudi; M.
Selvakumar, 35, and M.
Mohan, 30, from Chathra-
patti. K. Ramachandran,
60, was injured.
