The four
reasons behind
Trudeau’s
diplomatic war
with India

The ongoing diplomatic
spat between India and
Canada carries far-reaching
implications, extending beyond
the surface-level rhetoric of
upholding the rule of law that
Prime Minister Justin Trudeau
has repeatedly pushed. This
dispute is not an isolated
incident but reflects a broader,
more complex trend in foreign
policy activism, where nations
strategically deploy diplomacy
as a tool to advance both
domestic and international
objectives. What may appear
as a principled stand on justice
or human rights is often a
calculated manoeuvre to
address internal challenges or
reposition a country on the
global stage.

One of the primary reasons
governments engage in foreign
policy activism is to deflect
attention from pressing
domestic issues — a tactic
widely recognised as
“diversionary foreign policy”.
This theory posits that when a
state faces internal crises, such
as political instability, economic
downturns, or public
dissatisfaction, the leadership
may deliberately escalate
international tensions to shift
focus away from their domestic
failings.

By creating an external
enemy or stoking nationalistic
fervour, governments can
distract the public, galvanise
support, and temporarily unite
a divided populace. In this
case, Prime Minister Trudeau’s
administration is grappling
with a host of internal
problems, including sluggish
economic growth, rising
inflation, public discontent over
the cost of living, and political
scandals that have eroded
public trust.

The diplomatic tensions
with India, therefore, offer a
convenient avenue for Trudeau
to divert public attention. By
framing the conflict as a matter
of principle—whether it be
about human rights, justice, or
sovereignty— his
administration can shift the
narrative from its domestic
shortcomings to a more
palatable external issue that
appeals to Canada’s sense of
moral leadership. This tacticis
not new in international
relations.

Leaders across history
have leveraged foreign
conflicts or diplomatic disputes
to distract from their domestic
woes. The focus on external
threats or controversies often
shifts media attention,
providing a reprieve from
domestic scrutiny while
portraying the leadership as
strong, principled defenders of
national values on the global
stage. One prominent example
is the Falklands War in 1982,
where UK Prime Minister
Margaret Thatcher, facing
economic difficulties and
declining popularity, leveraged
the conflict with Argentina to
rally national support. Similarly,
Tsar Nicholas II of Russia,
struggling with internal unrest
and revolutionary pressures,
saw the Russo-Japanese War
as a way to distract.
