L&T Semicon plans

a $10 bn chip bet

Move only after it has visibility of hitting $1bn annual
sales of fabless semicon products designed by the firm

&T Semiconductor
L Technologies (LTSCT),

a fully owned subsidi-
ary of Larsen & Toubro, has
put together a plan to invest
over $10 billion in a silicon
fabrication (fab) plant after it
gains clear visibility by 2026-
27 of hitting at least a $1 billion
per annum revenue run rate
by selling its own designed
and patented chips and semi-
conductor products (man-
ufactured by third parties) in
both the Indian and global
markets.

Speaking to Business
Standard, Sandeep Kumar,
chief executive officer of the
company, said: “We have
decided not to follow the
foundry path like Taiwan
Semiconductor
Manufacturing Company
(TSMC) and make chips for
others; instead, we want to go
down the product path. A fab
plant will require an invest-
ment of over $10 billion. Even
with subsidies, it will mean an
investment of $1 billion.”

However, Kumar says that
to recover this capital, the
plant that will manufacture
the chips designed by them
must operate at 95 per cent
capacity. This would require
generating revenues of $1 bil-
lion per annum from product
sales. “We will have visibility
on our revenues by 2026-27
and then decide on building
the plant by 2031.”

The company has also
explored the potential of set-
ting up compound fab plants
powered by like gallium
nitride, GaN. Kumar says:
“These plants cost around $1.5
billion, so you should have vis-
ibility of $150 million per
annum in revenues. But at the

moment, there is an over-
supply in the market, which
will constrain us if we are
unable to take advantage of
this situation.”

The one-year-old company
is currently focusing on
designing and selling its semi-
conductor products, with a
focus on some key areas: like
radio frequency, and sen-
sors—backed by an initial
investment of $300 million.

Kumar explains: “We are
not competing with Nvidia or
Advanced Micro Devices but
are entering segments where
there is less competition, and
it is not dominated by just one
or two players. Instead, there
are already 30 players, and
there are niche areas where we
can go in and compete.”

He also points out that the
technology nodes required in
these segments are not as
aggressive, and the cost of

development is lower. Of
course, he notes, even the unit
volume and revenue per pro-
duct are smaller.

Kumar also mentions that
the company is not entering
large markets—like mobile
and personal computers—
where there are already estab-
lished players offering semi-
conductors. It is focusing on
the energy and telecommuni-
cations sectors and products
designed by the company will
be launched mid this year.

Currently, the company is
manufacturing the chips it
designs at third-party global
foundries.

However, Kumar says that
they will give contracts to
companies like Tata and var-
ious Outsourced
Semiconductor Assembly and
Test players once they begin
commercial production in the
country.

Trai called for affordable plans for users who rely on calling and SMS, without needing data services

Bharti Airtel and Reliance Jio have
introduced a series of voice-only plans
to comply with new Telecom
Regulatory Authority of India (Trai)
guidelines mandating affordable plans
for users who rely on calling and short
message service (SMS), without needing
mobile data.

Airtel has revised the cost of the
year-long voice plan to 1,959, down
from 1,999, and that of the 84-day voice
plan to 499, down from ¥569. The two
plans offer 900 and 3,600 SMSes,
respectively. Additionally, Airtel
Rewards include an Apollo 24/7 Circle
membership for 3 months and free
hello tunes.

Jio has launched an 84-day plan
costing ¥458 with unlimited voice cal-
ling, free national roaming, 1,000 free
SMSes, and access to Jio Cinema, and
its TV apps, but no mobile data benefits.
It also announced a similar annual plan
for 1,958 with 3,600 free SMSes and
other complimentary benefits.

The telco removed two plans, priced
at 1,899 and I479. These offered 24GB
data and 336-day validity, and 6GB of
data with a validity of 84
days, respectively.

On December 26 last year, Trai man-
dated separate Special Tariff Vouchers
(STV) for voice and SMS to give con-
sumers an option to pay for the services
they require in general. The regulator
argued it would provide benefits to the
elderly, and those living in rural areas.

It also increased the cap on the validity
period for STV and combo vouchers
from the earlier 90 days to 365 days. The
vouchers are usually more affordable
than regular plans and are favoured by
budget-conscious consumers.

According to Trai, an estimated 150
million people in India still use basic
mobile services. Many of these users
don’t need data services but are forced
to buy expensive plans that bundle data
along with calls and SMS.

Regulator clarifies
on 90-day SIM
disconnection
reports

Trai clarified on Tuesday it had not
announced new rules ordering
the suspension of connections
that have not been used for 90
days, aswas reported inthe
media. Accordingto the Telecom
Consumer Protection Regulations
(TCPR) 6th amendment, prepaid
mobile connections cannot be
deactivated for non-usage within
90 days, provided the consumer
maintains a minimum balance of
%20 orless in theiraccount. This
amendment, introduced 11 years
ago, ensures automatic number
retention for inactive connections
aslongasthe required balanceis
maintained, Trai said.
