n a landmark policy
l presentation at the

State Secretariat on
Monday during the celebra-
tions of Suparipalanalo Tho-
li Adugu (First Step in Good
Governance) on the occa-
sion of the first anniversary
of the NDA government,
Andhra Pradesh Chief Mi-
nister N. Chandrababu Nai-
du unveiled the govern-
ment’s ambitious “Swarna
Andhra @2047” vision, set-
ting forth a comprehensive
roadmap to restore the
State’s economy, gover-
nance, infrastructure, and
social fabric. BJP A.P. presi-
dent D. Purandeswari, De-
puty Chief Minister Pawan
Kalyan and all the Ministers,
MLAs, MPs and others parti-
cipated in the meeting.

Terming the NDA allianc-
e’s historic electoral win as a
mandate for reconstruction,
Mr. Naidu positioned the in-
itiative as a transformative
journey from “misgover-
nance to prosperity.”

Mr. Naidu blamed the
previous YSRCP regime for
“fiscal  mismanagement,
loss of investor confidence,
institutional collapse, and
the derailment of flagship
projects like Amaravati and
Polavaram.* Citing the NITI
Aayog’s report on debt sus-
tainability, he pointed out
huge public debt, diversion
of funds, and a near-zero
score on financial health.
“The people’s verdict is
against destruction. It is a
call for rebuilding,” said Mr.
Naidu. He affirmed the go-
vernment’s commitment to
transparency by announc-
ing seven White Papers to
document systemic failures
from 2019 to 2024.

He announced that the
double engine government
made it possible to ensure
15,000 crore for Amarava-

i, 12,500 crore for Polava-
ram, 11,400 crore for Vizag
steel plant, allocation of
5,000 crore for Orvakal
and Kopparthy industrial
nodes, and sanction of the
Railway Zone with head-
quarters at Vizag.

He outlined plans to
transform Amaravati into a
global knowledge hub with
a projected population of
3.5 million and 1.5 million
jobs by 2050. Backed by glo-
bal institutions such as the
World Bank, ADB, and KfW,
the city will be developed as
a self-financing project, he
added. Describing the Po-
lavaram project as Andhra
Pradesh’s “lifeline,” Mr. Nai-
du criticised the stalling of
the project during the pre-
vious regime and an-
nounced a target comple-
tion timeline of 2027, with
5,936 crore already sanc-
tioned by the Centre for
2025-26.

He explained that the P4
model as a step to eradicate

In regular touch with
people from A.P.in Iran,
Israel, says APNRTS
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Andhra Pradesh Non-Re-
sident Telugu Society
(APNRTS) has said it is
closely following the so-
cial media handles of the
Ministry of External Af-
fairs and Indian Embas-
sies in Iran and Israel for
regular updates and
advisories.

According to a release
from the General Admi-
nistration Department
on Monday, all such advi-
sories are being pu-
blished on its social me-

dia  platforms and
website, ensuring wide
dissemination and

awareness among the
NRTs/ migrants/ stu-
dents about the current

war situation.

They have also re-
quested them to register
and get in touch with the
respective Indian Em-
bassy for any assistance.

APNRTS, in the re-
lease, said it has reached
out to more than 100 pe-
ople from Iran registered
with APNRTS, Govern-
ment of Andhra Pra-
desh, to assess their cur-
rent status and
whereabouts. All con-
tacted individuals have
confirmed that they are
currently safe, it said.

Similarly, ~ APNRTS
made calls to more than
280 NRTs in Israel. They,
too, are reported to be
safe and staying in shel-
ters. Most of them
‘wished to stay back in Is-

rael, it added. APNRTS
has created a WhatsApp
group, and so far, 32 stu-
dents wishing to return
to A.P. have joined the
group, it said, adding
that it is in continuous
contact with them.

Another flight was to
arrive from Iran in New
Delhi around 1.12a.m. on
Tuesday with 290 pas-
sengers, including 15
from the State.
